Profile: Master in Computer Publishing Systems

Duration: one academic year (two semesters)

      The objective of this programme is to prepare Masters in Information Technologies in publishing. The alumni will find jobs in publishing houses, in agencies of the printed media, in advertising agencies, in software firms producing and distributing electronic study materials, in on-line learning centrеs, in cultural and scholarly institutions (libraries, laboratories, computing centres, universities, museums, schools, ministerial departments,  government administration) and similar working environments.

       The prospective Masters in Information Technologies in Publishing  will enlarge their knowledge in the following fields: publishing, editing, style and design; computer publishing systems for paper, electronic and on-line (internet) editions; advertising, web-design and multimedia. The subjects studied include the history of publishing and computer printing; the technology of printing; machines and materials used in printing, copyright, Bulgarian language, and English in Information Technologies in Publishing.

       The alumni will be qualified for work in the publishing business as they will be familiar with all the stages of the technological process. They will acquire skills in computer design, in proofreading and editing, and will be familiar with the legal aspects of publishing. As they will be aware of the possibilities of the publishing systems, they will be able to select the most suitable software for a wide range of specialist texts. 

       This Master’s programme will provide expert knowledge of various up-to-date publishing systems (LaTeX, QuarkXPress, Page Maker, Adobe Flash) and skills in graphic design (Graphic LaTeX packages, Corel Draw, Adobe Photoshop, Adobe Illustrator), and other computer systems. Licensed, freely distributed software will be offered to the students. All teaching materials (hard copy, electronic, or on-line textbooks) will be supplied.

       The word processing of books and other information materials for publishing is applicable in all spheres of science, technology and the mass media. The candidates are expected to be sufficiently computer-literate and have good communication skills in Bulgarian language as well as good prior knowledge of English (at the pre-intermediate and intermediate level). Suitable for applying for this Master’s programme are Bachelors in the following majors and fields: 3.5. Public Communications and Information Sciences, 3.7. Administration and Management, 3.8. Economics, 4.1. Physical Sciences, 4.2. Chemical Sciences, 4.5. Mathematics, 4.6. Informatics and Computer Science, 5.1. Mechanical Engineering, 5.2. Electrical Engineering, Electronics and Automatics, 5.4. Power Industries Engineering, 5.5. Transport, Shipping and Aviation, 5.13. General Engineering; Pedagogics of Mathematics and Informatics.

       The duration of the regular programme is two semester and that of the correspondence extra-mural course is three semesters. At the end of their studies the students will prepare a Master’s Thesis (diploma project) or sit for a State Examination.
